	Purpose of consultancy:
	UNFPA Bangladesh is implementing a Joint Programme with WHO with funding from DFID called “Better Health in Bangladesh: Health Systems Strengthening Technical Assistance”. This programme is part of DFID’s technical assistance to the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare. 
The aim of this project is to accelerate Bangladesh’s progress toward the achievement of SDG3 through a strengthened health system. It will provide technical assistance on health systems strengthening to the government of Bangladesh, with a view of helping the country to accelerate progress on universal health coverage and reduce maternal mortality. There will be specific focus to increase demand for sexual and reproductive health services such as maternal health, family planning, cervical cancer and sexually-transmitted infections. It is hoped that project activities will reduce maternal and reproductive health morbidity in selected districts through strengthening of health system components (better capacitated human resources, better supply chain management of commodities, etc.,). 
The first two years of project implementation have highlighted the need for community engagement to change behaviour about SRHR service seeking and compliance to treatment regimes, such as necessary for cervical cancer. An added component of this project is to raise awareness about the impacts of climate change and environmental issues in communities. The goal is to create awareness among 41,000 service providers and community leaders on climate change and environmental health issues, particularly as it relates to SRHR.  

The purpose of this consultancy is to assist UNFPA Bangladesh Country Office meet this target of raising awareness among 41,000 service providers and community leaders on climate change and environmental health. The selected individual will also work on wider community engagement activities, including raising awareness about cervical cancer. S/he will work with selected implementing partners under the direct supervision of Programme Analyst, Maternal Health with overall guidance from the Chief of Health.


	Scope of work:

	· Coordinate with technical experts on climate change and environmental health to ensure that the training module is developed [the technical work on climate change and environmental health will be led by other consultants with specialized technical expertise on the topic area]. This will include helping the supervisor organize consultations with national and international experts on climate change and environmental health

· Scoping review of potential partners who can undertake the aforementioned community engagement activities

· Liaise and coordinate with the selected partner(s)

· Develop an activity plan to reach the target of training 41,000 community leaders and service providers on climate change/environmental health

· Develop an activity plan for community engagement and awareness raising for cervical cancer 

· Develop plans for other areas of community engagement related work in the Better Health target districts

· Support the supervisor in coordinating with selected partners for implementation of activities.
· Undertake frequent field visits to support implementation of community engagement activities.

· Support the supervisor in other areas of work related to community engagement, environmental health and climate change and cervical cancer.
