	Purpose of consultancy:
	Building on the UNFPA’s lessons learned from the past urban health interventions, UNFPA’s commitment to the Urban Primary Health Care Service Delivery Project (Phase-II) aligned with its 9th country programme, the rapid expansion of Urban areas coupled with the emergence of various health needs of the marginalized populations like slums dwellers and UNFPA’s recent thinking about Urban Health is making its one of the priority domains in the next 10th Country Programme.

· Consultations with the stakeholders, individually or in a group, with the relevant stakeholders in DGFP, DGHS, City Corporations, UPHCSDP, Surjer Hashi Network, Pathfinder International, SNV Netherlands, Care, ILO, UNICEF, Marie Stopes, BRAC, World Bank, ABD, SIDA, USAID, GAC, etc 
· Visit some urban clinics/facilities to understand the availability of SRH services, existing gaps and challenges and explore specific areas to support from UNFPA  
· Draft a detail report on the study covering intervention gaps, needs and priorities and propose sustainable SRH interventions that help achieve universal sexual and reproductive health coverage in urban areas
· Facilitate one half day meetings to share the draft report with key stakeholders
