	Purpose of consultancy:
	UNFPA has started implementing  Health and Gender Support Project (HGSP) in Cox's Bazar. The project objectives are to strengthen integrated sexual and reproductive health and rights (SRHR) and gender-based violence (GBV) prevention and response services and information for the host communities and the displaced Rohingya population in Cox's Bazar district. 

The project is part of the Government's Operational Plan (OP) on Health and Gender Support in Cox's Bazar District under the 4th Health, Population and Nutrition Sector Programme (4th HPNSP) of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare. 

Some of the technical and financial assistance will focus on to improve access to and utilization of integrated SRHR and GBV prevention and response services at district, upazila, union and community levels.  Part of the assistance will also be directed towards renovation and repairs of the existing health facilities at MCWC and Union Health and Family Welfare Centers (UH&FWCs) wherein 31 selected centers UNFPA will implement GBV case management and Psychosocial First Aid (PFA) for the GBV survivors by deploying a case workers. So sitting arrangement/ confidential space for the case workers to provide confidential GBV case management and PFA will be assessed in the centers. UNFPA is also responsible to strengthen the OCCs at district and four (4) Upazila Health Complexes for providing quality GBV services. A separate space in reception for GBV survivors will be created so that they do not need to wait in queue for services and create a confidential space for lab specimen collection and Mental Health and Psychosocial Support Service (MHPSS) inside the OCC in district hospital. An internal setup in two existing OCCs (Teknaf and Ukhia) will be arranged to provide confidential GBV services on a priority basis and two new OCC (Maheshkhali + Kutubdia) will be fully setup for 24/7 services for the GBV survivors.  
The purpose of this consultancy is to assist UNFPA Bangladesh Country Office to carry out monitoring and supervision of the ongoing repair and renovations of different health facilities (DH, MCWC, UHCs and UH&FWCs) to ensure the quality of renovation work conducting by the implementing partners. Also provide necessary inputs and technical support in implementing the renovation and repairs or internal setup, including dormitories, ensuring safe drinking water, waste management at MCWC and renovation of UH&FWCs and OCCs, including fencing, provision of drinking water, toilets (M/F), sanitation, waste management and power backup systems (generator/solar). 

	Scope of work:

(Description of services, activities, or outputs)
	The Consultant will undertake monitoring visits to MCWC, district and upazilla level OCCs, selected sub-centres, and all UH&FWCs in 'Cox's Bazar district in order to:

· Meet with relevant Government officials at district, MCWC, and UH&FWCs, including other coordination mechanisms to assess the current situation and provide technical support for renovation and repairs to ensure quality SRHR and GBV services; 
· Meet with other relevant stakeholders as per the requirement to crosscheck ongoing health-related projects to avoid duplication and ensure synergy;
· To prepare a Facility Readiness Checklist (based on the International Health Facility Assessment Network - IHFAN core indicators and OCC/Health Sector Response to GBV Protocol/Guideline/Standard and structural facility for the GBV case management of IRC/UNFPA as available and Interagency GBViE Minimum Standards on PFA/MHPSS);
· Perform monitoring and supervision visits and prepare a summary report for renovation and repair works as outlined above (being carried out by UNFPA implementing partners) in coordination with HED and provide necessary technical support for ensuring quality and standards as per existing Government health facility infrastructure design, norms and standards, especially for health and GBV services and need of the people with disabilities;
· Submit a weekly/monthly update on the progress of the renovation/repair work to UNFPA and other Government agencies (as required);
· Provide recommendations to take corrective action to ensure proper coordination with Government authorities and implementing partner(s).
· Follow up on all renovation activities according to the approved AWP and regular meetings with all IPs implementing renovation activities to find out all challenges and how to minimize all the difficulties in liaison with MOHFW coordination cell;
· Regular follow up with IPs to ensure timely completion of activities in accordance with quality standards.

	Duration:
	This consultant will be hired for eleven (11) months from the date of recruitment.

	Place where services are to be delivered:
	Deputy Director-Family Planning office, Cox’s Bazar

	· A monthly summary activity report will be submitted by the incumbent and will be reviewed by the supervisor
· Each monthly payment will be based on the submission of the monthly summary report 

	Monitoring and progress control, including reporting requirements, periodicity format and deadline:
	The consultants will submit a monthly report on the renovation and refurbishment of MCWC, OCCs in DH and UHCs and all UH&FWCs at the union level with specific recommendations to ensure the quality of the renovation works.  The supervisor will review the progress as per the approved quarterly / monthly plan.

	Supervisory arrangements: 
	The Consultant will work under the direct supervision of the SRH Technical Officer, DDFP office in Cox’s Bazar with overall guidance from the Chief of Health. GBV related work will be consulted with Programme Specialist- Gender.


	Expected travel:
	The field travel will be managed by the UNFPA country office, including air tickets, and DSA as per UNFPA policy. The Consultant will need to ensure prior approval of travel authorization and security clearance before undertaking any travel.  

	Required expertise, qualifications and competencies, including language requirements:

· At least 3-5 years of relevant work experience in building construction/renovation, including water, sanitation and waste management
· Prior experience in construction, renovation and supervision of health facilities will be an added value.

· High proficiency in use of Excel, Google Sheets, and Tableau
